Is the person going to be using it by themselves?  

 

Is there a capable qualified helper to help them use 
the ramp? 

     Frail 100lbs Aunt Helen is NOT going to be capable 
of helping 250lbs Uncle George up & down the ramp.   

 

Are they walking it or using a cane, walker or 
manual wheelchair?  

 

How steep of an incline can they navigate? 

 

Are they using a power chair or scooter? 

    Refer to the equipment manufacturer’s user guide 
for their recommendations for incline / decline.   

 

Measure the rise (distance from the top step, 
porch, van, etc. to the ground). 
    Refer to the Measurement Sheet, slope charts and 
Inclined Chart that may help you determine what type 
of ramp or ramps will work best.
